The Commuter Tax-Free Benefit Program

How it works

Smart employers recognize 
tax-free transit commuter 
benefi ts as a way to save 
company and employees dollars 
while reducing congestion 
and cutting pollution in the 
community.

The Transportation Equity Act 
of the 21st Century (TEA 21) 
authorizes payment with pre-tax 
dollars for transit commuter 
benefi ts.  The law can be found 
in Section 132(f) of the Internal 
Revenue Code, Title 26 of the 
United States Code.

The cost of commuting on 
public transit can be purchased 
with tax-free dollars.  Employers 
do not pay federal payroll taxes 
on transit commuter benefi ts.  
Employee transit benefi ts up to 
$105 are exempt from federal 
income and payroll taxes.

 Deductions from an 
employee’s paycheck for a Breeze 
Bus Pass are comparable to 
those used to pay for medical, 
child-care, or retirement benefi ts.

There are three tax-free options available:

Option 1:  Employer-Paid Benefi ts
Employers can purchase Breeze Bus Passes for employees who commute on 
the Breeze as a low-cost, tax-free employee benefi t.  The cost to the employer 
is deducted as a normal business expense and is exempt from federal and 
state payroll taxes.  The benefi t is also tax-free to the employee.

Option 2:  Employee-Paid Benefi ts
Employees can pay for their monthly Breeze Bus Pass with a pre-tax 
deduction from their paycheck. The total cost of the Pass is exempt from 
federal and state income and payroll taxes.

Option 3:  Employer/Employee-Shared Benefi ts
This option allows employers to share the cost with employees. The employer 
paid portion is treated as in Option 1, and the employee-paid portion is treated 
as in Option 2.

A tax-free transit benefi t program encompass transportation, payroll, and 
human resources issues.  Depending on the structure of your organization, 
it is advisable to involve these departments early in the planning process of 
implementing such a program.  This information is in no way designed to 
serve as legal or fi nancial advice.
